Day 1: Arrival in Stockholm
Arrival of the group at the airport Arlanda. A local coach will pick the group
up. 4x Bed and Breakfast in Stockholm.

Day 2: Stockholm

The day starts with a citysightseeing (09-12 a.m.), where you see the
many faces of Stockholm.

Built on 14 islands, it will not be a surprise that the lifestyle has been
dominated by water for hundreds of years.

The afternoon is at your disposal and you have the possibility to
do some shopping on the famous Drottninggatan or to visit one of the
numMerous mMuseums.

Day 3: Excursion to Drottningholm

10 minutes walk to the pier, where you board the boat to Drottningholm (ca.
10-11a.m.) where you visit the Drottningholm castle on the island of Lovo.
The castle was built in 1680 and accomodates interieurs from different
epochs. Parts of the castle are today the home of the Royal Family.

Return to Stockholm around 2-3 p.m. The afternoon is at your disposal.

Day 4: Lake Malaren

A coach and guide will pick you up at around 9 a.m. for an excursion along
the Malaren lake to Mariefred.

Mariefred is a picturesque small city with the castle Gripsholm, the
majestic renaissance palace that was built and accommodated by Gustav
Vasa.

It became also famous by the German writer Kurt Tucholsky and his novell
that carries the name of the castle.

On your way back to Stockholm, you can stop at the manor Taxinge. The
manor is famous for their enormous choices of cakes and pastry, which
you can enjoy inside the manor or outside in the garden — if the weather
allows it.

Day 5: Departure
Transfer to the airport for your journey home.
